Additional Notes for the BM Music-Voice Performance program:

= Students who begin a music or music education program as first semester freshmen, are required to attend a minimum four-year total of 84
concerts or recitals. Students who transfer from a non-music program or university must attend an average of 10 music recitals or concerts for
semesters of full time enroliment.

=  Voice Performance students are required to perform a half junior and a full senior recital. The senior recital may be used to satisfy the Experiential
Learning Requirement (ELR).

. Upon completion of 60 semester hours, each student is required to contact the Office of Advising and Academic Services to obtain a current
evaluation of progress toward completion of the student’s chosen degree program.

Kent Core

Students must complete a minimum 36 credit hours of the Kent Core. Certain courses required in programs and in student’'s major field may also fulffill
the Kent Core. Honors equivalents shall satisfy the Kent Core. None of the courses on the Kent Core list may be taken with a pass/fail grade. Visit
www.kent.edu/catalog/kent-core for course list.

Diversity Course Requirement

Students must complete a two-course diversity requirement, consisting of one with a domestic (U.S.) focus and one with a global focus. One course
must come from the Kent Core.
