Note 2: Students are required to plan and execute a senior project in the area of jewelry and metals. The project is presented to a committee of at

least three faculty members from the School of Art. The committee chair must be from the area of specialization and records the grade for the
course. The senior project consists of a written summation, an exhibition in the School of Art and an image documentation of the project.

Additional Major notes:

Upon completion of 60 semester hours, each student is required to contact the Office of Advising and Academic Services to obtain a current evaluation
of progress toward completion of the student’s chosen degree program.

ARTH 12001Art as a World Phenomenon does not generate credit for majors within the School of Art.
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Students who pass 15 credits of non-remedial academic coursework each fall and spring semester and the 1-credit First Year Experience course will
accumulate 121 credits in four years. This major requires 125 credits for graduation. Students can stay on track for graduation by:

+ Declaring their major as freshmen and completing all courses in sequence (bear in mind that switching majors may cause a delay in graduation);
+ Prioritizing required courses above electives;

* Meeting regularly with their academic advisors to stay on track;

» Passing each required course the first time attempted and maintaining the minimal GPA for the major;

» Successfully completing more than 15 credit hours of relevant coursework (field-based work, internship) during academic semesters; and/or

« Completing relevant coursework (field-based work, internship) during summer sessions.

Kent Core

Students must complete a minimum 36 credit hours of the Kent Core. Certain courses required in programs and in student’s major field may also fulfill
the Kent Core. Honors equivalents shall satisfy the Kent Core. None of the courses on the Kent Core list may be taken with a pass/fail grade. Visit
www.kent.edu/catalog/kent-core for course list.
