Additional Notes for the BM Music–Piano Performance program: 

 Students who begin a music or music education program as first semester freshmen, are required to attend a minimum four-year total of 84 
concerts or recitals. Students who transfer from a non-music program or university must attend an average of 10 music recitals or concerts for 
semesters of full time enrollment. 

 Piano Performance students are required to perform a half junior and a full senior recital. Applied music registration at the 46000 level is required 
during a degree recital semester. The senior recital may be used to satisfy the Experiential Learning Requirement (ELR). 

 Applied music courses are available in the summer on selected instruments. 
 Upon completion of 60 semester hours, each student is required to contact the Office of Advising and Academic Services to obtain a current 

evaluation of progress toward completion of the student’s chosen degree program. 
 

Students who pass 15 credits of non-remedial academic coursework each fall and spring semester and the 1-credit First Year Experience course will 
accumulate 120 credits in four years. This major requires 125 credits for graduation. Students can stay on track for graduation by:  

• Declaring their major as freshmen and completing all courses in sequence (bear in mind that switching majors may cause a delay in graduation); 
• Prioritizing required courses above electives; 
• Meeting regularly with their academic advisors to stay on track; 
• Passing each required course the first time attempted and maintaining the minimal GPA for the major; 
• Successfully completing more than 15 credit hours of relevant coursework (field-based work, internship) during academic semesters; and/or
