5. A minimum C grade must be earned in either CLAS 41304 or CLAS 41503 to fulfill writing-intensive requirement.

Foreign Language Note: Students pursuing a Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Arts and Sciences must have the equivalent of Elementary |
and Il in any language, and the Greek and Latin concentrations within the Classics major require Intermediate | and Il of the same language.

All students with prior foreign language experience should take the foreign language placement test to determine the appropriate level at which to start.
Some students may begin their university foreign language experience beyond the Elementary | level and will complete the requirement with fewer credit
hours and fewer courses. This may be accomplished by: (1) passing a course beyond Elementary | through Intermediate 1l level or (2) receiving credit
through Credit by Exam (CBE), the College Level Examination Program (CLEP), the Advanced Placement (AP) exam or credit through the International
Baccalaureate (IB) program; or (3) being designated a "native speaker" of a non-English language (consult with the College of Arts and Sciences
Advising Office for additional information). When students complete the requirement with fewer than 14 credit hours and four courses, they will complete
remaining hours with general electives.
