Students who transfer from a non-music program or university must attend an average of 10 music recitals or concerts for 
semesters of full time enrollment. 

 Students are required to perform a half senior recital, which may not be performed during the student teaching period. Applied music 
registration at the 46000 level is required during a degree recital semester. 

 Applied music courses are available in the summer on selected instruments.  

 Piano students with significant instrument background may elect the instrument option with the approval of the Coordinator of Music 
Education. 

 Upon completion of 60 semester hours, each student is required to contact the Office of Advising and Academic Services to obtain a current 
evaluation of progress toward completion of the student’s chosen degree program.
